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Featured Veggie/Fruit:  Tomatoes�
  
Why are tomatoes a veggie/fruit?  The confusion about 'fruit' and 'vegetable' 
arises because of the differences in usage between scientists and cooks. 
Scientifically speaking, a tomato is definitely a fruit. True fruits are developed 
from the ovary in the base of the flower, and contain the seeds of the plant 

(though cultivated forms may be seedless). Blueberries, raspberries, and oranges are true fruits, and 
so are many kinds of nut. Some plants have a soft part which supports the seeds and is also called 
a 'fruit', though it is not developed from the ovary: the strawberry is an example. As far as cooking is 
concerned, some things which are strictly fruits may be called 'vegetables' because they are used in 
savoury rather than sweet cooking. Tomatoes, along with beans and peas, though 
technically fruits, are often used as vegetables.   
  
The name that this fruit was given in various languages reflects some of the history and mystery 
surrounding it. Lycopersicon means "wolf peach" in Latin and refers to the former belief that, like a 
wolf, this fruit was dangerous. The French call it pomme d'amour, meaning "love apple," since they 
believed it to have aphrodisiacal qualities, while the Italians call it pomodoro or "golden apple," 
owing to the fact that the first known species with which they were familiar may have been yellow in 
color.  

Although tomatoes are closely associated with Italian cuisine, they are actually originally native to 
the western side of South America, including the Galapagos Islands. The first type of tomato grown 
is thought to have more resembled the smaller-sized cherry tomato than the larger varieties.�
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Since tomatoes are sensitive to cold, and it will impede their ripening process, store them at room 
temperature and out of direct exposure to sunlight. They will keep for up to a week, depending upon 
how ripe they are when purchased. To hasten the ripening process, place them in a paper bag with 
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a banana or apple since the ethylene gas that these fruits emit will increase the tomato's 
maturation.
